Sequence: in figurea atep 1 2 3 hop,1 2 3 hop,1 2 3 hop,1 2 together with a "bang®,
Garlands: kept vertical except in bows and “wheel®,

02YSy in 2 lines of 4 facing up.Bow at end ef musicsl phrase to musie,

-4,The Yheel — "lines™ = all turn to face along lines.Outer dancers move forward- =-
to left to maks lines of 4 up and down set facing across in 2 bars.All wave garlands
by rotating them to cant about 45 deg to vertical,to left,right,left & right,Retire

%o starting place & wave again.Then move to Fight into lines of 4 again,wave ditto,etc,
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5.Arches — middle 4 turm on spot and slope garlands out,raised to form arch in centre.

The other 4 turn in to face down and cast in through- v v
the arches and out the top.casting back to place,
Turn to face up and repeat along the reverase path, ¢ Q" a5

“Instead of & straight repeat of this movement, it
is done across the set.The left hand ernds turn in
and go through & cast up & down around cutside

to place while the right hand enda cast out,go
around the outside,turn in and go through centre to place,

6.Ending ~ "centre® - the outer 4 move in,2 bars xkils ihe inner 4 move out so that a
ring is formed.All move together into a small circls,2 mors bars.Then retire to make
a large ring then back in again & end in a bunch,garlands raised in the middle.
